Daniel Saunders, University of Michigan, sponsored by the National Institute of
Justice); and Child Custody Outcomes in Cases Involving Parental Alienation and
Abuse Allegations (principal investigator: Joan S. Meier, GW Law School,
sponsored by the National Institute of Justice),
