1. Sec. 21.42 – Special attorneys.  Special attorneys shall be appointed only for the purposes and in 

the manner prescribed in this section.  (a) Special attorneys to the Board may be appointed by 
motion, ordinance, or resolution, providing a description of the duties to be performed and the 
compensation to be paid.  (b) Special attorneys may be appointed to represent the Board in legal 
actions involving specific matters or as subject-matter experts, subject to approval by the Board.  
(c) Bond counsel shall be selected and appointed by the Board from one or more qualified names 
submitted to the Board by the County Attorney and the County Manager.
