Who will benefit from the project:

This project will benefit residents of Archer and surrounding unincorporated Alachua County by
removing pollutants that negatively impact the drinking water and environment. In addition, the
wastewater system will enable denser growth in areas served by wastewater service which
improves the city's and county's tax base, provides new and needed jobs, and preserves land
in area outside the urban core from development. Residents and business alike will benefit
from future growth, health and safety as we move from septic tanks to a centralized sewer
system.



Local Significance of Project to your Municipality:

The project proposes decommission of 300 septic tanks / drain fields plus three (3) package
plants (two of which are failing and out of compliance) in the City of Archer. Decommissioning
the package plants will immediately remove a known source of ongoing pollution and reduce
nutrient loading by approximately 1,268 pounds of nitrogen and 1,218 pounds of phosphorous
each year. Failing septic tanks and ongoing flooding have created a massive nutrient loading
hazard for the Santa Fe BMAP area and the Devils Spring System springshed. The construction
of the Project will greatly benefit the region and the Santa River Basin as a whole through the
removal of septic tanks and package plants and the availability of central wastewater service to
an urbanized area.

County-Wide Significance of Project (optional — attach plans/drawings/maps):

The Newberry Advanced Wastewater Treatment Facility project proposes building an advanced
wastewater treatment facility in Newberry, FL that will act as a regional treatment plant serving
Newberry, Archer, and potentially other municipalities in Alachua county. The City of Archer is
responsible for 14.7% of the total construction costs of the facility. Because septic tanks are less
effective in removing pollutants that are harmful to the environment than the planned advanced
wastewater treatment facility, and because many septic systems are aging in Archer, flood
events create the potential for septic system to fail and contaminate groundwater. If
implemented, this project would help the City of Archer build a centralized sewer system, as well
as help protect the natural resources of the Santa Fe River Basin.
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
